Date, Assembly Time and Place 
 
Saturday 8th March 2008, 8:45am, (Assembly Place to be announced) 
 
Background 
 
Mining at the site of the Lin Ma Hang lead mine commenced in 1915, although it was 
not until 1937, with the establishment of Hong Kong Mines Limited, that major 
development work at the mine, including the construction of a `state of the art’ 
processing plant, was carried out.  During WWII, mining continued in a haphazard 
manner, severely prejudicing the safety of the underground workings, and after the 
war the mine was extensively looted.  Subsequent attempts to revitalise the mine were 
unsuccessful and in 1958 the mining company decided to close it down.  In 1962 the 
Hong Kong Government rescinded the mining lease and the mine was finally 
abandoned. 
 
During the visit on the 8th March we will have the opportunity to see the ruins of the 
processing plant and venture a short distance inside some of the underground 
workings, including the cavern shown in the photo above.  Also, the spoil heaps are a 
treasure trove for mineral collectors.
